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PRESENTERS 
 

Florence B. Blager, Ph.D., CCC-SLP, is Professor Emeritus, Depart of Otolaryngology, University of Colorado 
at Denver Health Sciences Center and National Jewish Medical and Research Center. She was one of the co-
authors on the original work differentiating upper airway constriction, described as Vocal Cord Dysfunction by 
Christopher et al in the New England Journal of Medicine, in 1983, and developed the Relaxed Throat 
Breathing Techniques to treat this disorder. 

As physicians and staff at National Jewish became aware of Vocal Cord Dysfunction, ten to fifteen 
percent of patients referred to National Jewish for diagnosis and treatment of intractable asthma were 
diagnosed with Vocal Cord Dysfunction. Dr. Blager adapted treatment approaches for Vocal Cord Dysfunction 
in combination with asthma, environmental insult, and from other causes, including those originating from 
chronic cough, exercise induced, and panic disorder from inhaled irritants, among others. 
 Between undergraduate and graduate school, Dr. Blager was in New York City where she performed, 
wrote and produced original work for the theatre. Drawing on her own work on the performing voice, she 
adapted techniques from the function of voice to treat patients with pulmonary disorders.  
 Dr. Blager is currently Consultant to Speech Pathology at Walter Reed Army Medical Center, on the 
faculty of the Aspen Music Festival and School, and continues to be invited to speak at professional meetings 
and forums nationally and internationally, including Brazil, Germany, Israel and Canada. She has published 
widely on Vocal Cord Dysfunction, Chronic Cough, and earlier work on Speech and Language Development. 
 

Tanya Curtis, M.S., CCC-SLP obtained her B.S. degree in Communication Sciences from Portland State 
University in 1988, and her M.S. in Education from Western Oregon State College in 1990. She has practiced 
in the field of augmentative communication at state institutions, nursing homes, outpatient hospital clinics, 
private practice, and provided consultation services for schools. While providing treatment services to 
augmentative communication clients, she had a 100% success rate in obtaining funding for equipment. Ms. 
Curtis is the owner of AugCom Solutions, an independent reseller of a wide variety of augmentative 
communication equipment. Ms. Curtis has spoken on various topics related to AAC at numerous conferences, 
regional meetings and trainings in the Northwestern United States and Canada.  
 

Angela Haas, M.A., CCC-SLP has 14 years of experience as a member and current leader for the Feeding 
and Swallowing Program at the Children’s Hospital in Denver, Colorado. She received her undergraduate 
degree at the University of Nebraska-Lincoln and her graduate degree at The University of Colorado-Boulder. 
She has co-authored a chapter “Oral Motor Skills and Swallowing” in “Failure to Thrive and Pediatric 
Undernutrition” (Kessler and Dawson), Brooks Publishing, 1999. She has presented at ASHA and CSHA on 
feeding treatment models and has provided numerous feeding and swallowing workshops over the past 8 
years nationally and locally. She has been an expert consultant for Gerber Products Company, a legal expert 
witness in food product litigation, and is currently an expert consultant on pediatric feeding and feeding 
products for RAM/Intertek, Inc., a consumer product safety corporation. She is also mom to Ethan, age 4, and 
Ella, age 2, and lives in the Denver area. 
 

Marcia Kelley, M.S. CCC-SLP, is a Senior Lecturer and Supervisor of Clinical Services in speech-language 
pathology at the University of Wyoming.  Before coming to the University of Wyoming in 1999, Marcia taught 
kindergarten and second grade in Iowa, Colorado, Michigan and New Mexico, raised her children, and then 
earned an M.S. in communication disorders from the University of New Mexico. She worked as an early 
childhood speech-language pathologist in classroom-based programs in Albuquerque Public Schools and 
PAEC, a special education school district in Chicago.   
 While at UNM, Marcia worked with Patrick Finn, Ph.D., on his stuttering research, including 
investigation of spontaneous recovery from stuttering.  She maintained her interest in fluency treatment and 
participated in 4 days of workshops presented by the Australian Stuttering Research Centre while on 
sabbatical in Australia, Fall, 2006.   
 

Barbara Moore-Brown, Ed.D., is Director of Special Youth Services in the Anaheim Union High School 
District. She holds a Bachelor of Arts in Communication Disorders and Linguistics from California State 
University, Fullerton, and a Master of Arts from Whittier College in Communication Disorders. She received her 
doctorate from the University of Southern California. She is actively involved in both state and national 
professional association activities in education and speech-language pathology. She has presented numerous 
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seminars and workshops on special education, school reform and speech pathology in schools. Along with Dr. 
Judy Montgomery: Speech-Language Pathologists in Public Schools, as well as the supplement Making a 
Difference in the Era of Accountability: Update on IDEA 2004 and NCLB, and START-IN, a response-to-
intervention program. 
 

Elizabeth (Betsy) Runnion, M.S. CCC-A, graduated from the University of Arizona with a Master's degree in 
Audiology. She completed her clinical fellowship at Loma Linda University Medical Center and Boys Town 
National Research Hospital (BTNRH). She has been employed by BTNRH for four years as clinical audiologist. 
 At BTNRH Betsy provides vestibular, audiological and hearing aid services to patients of all ages. Her 
primary interests are fitting amplification and providing follow-up services for newborns, infants and children 
identified with permanent hearing loss. She is responsible for managing the Loaner Hearing Aid Program at 
BTNRH. She is also the Nebraska State Coordinator for Special Olympics Healthy Hearing Initiative. For the 
past three years, Betsy has given talks covering topics such as pediatric amplification protocols and the 
Desired Sensation Level at Boys Town National Research Hospital's annual Pediatric Amplification 
Conference.  
 

Dr. Tom Thunder. On the academic staffs at NIU, PCO School of Audiology, and Rush University, Dr. Tom 
Thunder is both an audiologist and an acoustical engineer. Before earning his doctorate degree in Audiology 
from PCO, he obtained a master’s degree from NIU and completed post graduate work in acoustical 
engineering at the Illinois Institute of Technology. He is a fellow of the American Academy of Audiology and 
holds board certification in acoustical engineering from the Institute of Noise Control Engineering (INCE). For 
16 years, Tom dispensed hearing aids in a private practice setting and conducted numerous independent 
exams for work-related hearing loss. Currently, he heads a practice specializing in hearing and acoustics 
issues. In this practice, he conducts bi-monthly seminars on hearing conservation strategies and audiometric 
monitoring in the Chicago area, reviews worker compensation cases for hearing loss, addresses audibility 
issues, and performs forensic work in a variety of legal venues.    
 

Julie Wambaugh, Ph.D., CCC-SLP, is an associate professor at the University of Utah and a researcher with 
the Salt Lake City VA Medical Center. She teaches courses related to adult neurogenic speech and language 
disorders. She is the chair of the wiring committee for the apraxia of speech treatment guidelines for the 
Academy of Neurological Communication Disorders and Science (ANCDS) and is the associate coordinator for 
ASHA's Division 2. Her research is focused on treatment for acquired apraxia of speech and aphasia. 

 
Session Topics 

 

Vocal Cord Dysfunction – A Very Confusing Disorder  
Presenter: Florence B. Blager, Ph.D., CCC-SLP 
Vocal Cord Dysfunction (VCD) is a complex and fairly little understood disorder of the larynx and upper airway.  
It has been defined as a paradoxical adduction of the larynx during inspiration and at times on expiration. 
Upper airway constriction can also occur involving structures other than the larynx, producing similar 
symptoms of difficulty breathing and audible stridor. The presentation will include a conceptual model of VCD, 
adapting breathing techniques for adolescents and competitive athletes, treatment outcomes and published 
data, and approaches to evaluating patient progress. 
 

Implementing Augmentative Communication Successfully  

Presenter: Tanya Curtis, M.S., CCC-SLP 
This course is designed to help clinicians with limited experience with augmentative communication become 
more comfortable with this area of practice.  Ideas and videos presented will be applicable to intervention 
planning and implementation for both children and adults who would benefit from AAC.  We will explore 

reasons why AAC interventions sometimes fail, and strategies for successful intervention.    
 

Pediatric Feeding and Swallowing: Fundamentals of Assessment and Treatment 
Presenter: Angela Haas, M.A., CCC-SLP 
This brief course will include a review of the typical developmental sequence for feeding and swallowing, 
mealtime behaviors and feeding dynamics. Feeding and swallowing dysfunction will also be highlighted and 
common diagnoses and early experiences will be discussed. Best practices regarding assessment of feeding 
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and swallowing will be presented and illustrated via video case study. Treatment models, current research and 
additional case studies will also be provided. 
 

An Overview of the Lidcombe Method of Treatment for Early Stuttering  
Presenter: Marcia Kelley, M.S., CCC-SLP 
This presentation will provide an overview of the Lidcombe Program of Early Stuttering Intervention, which was 
developed in Australia for preschool aged children who stutter.  It is a highly successful evidence-based 
treatment program that is implemented by parents who are trained and monitored through weekly visits with a 
qualified speech-language pathologist.  
 

START with Prevention:  How Intervention BEFORE Assessment Makes Sense 
Presenter: Barbara Moore-Brown, Ed.D. 
The ways that we conceptualize disability and the way we approach intervention in schools is quickly changing.  
Who gets service, what kind of service and how intervention and assessment intertwine is evolving through 
new models of decision making.  This workshop will demonstrate the latest concepts in prevention approaches, 
response-to-intervention (RTI), and the tiered-approach.  Come and learn how revamping SLPs workload to 
incorporate these models can assist students as well as help in caseload management.   
 

Promoting Positive Outcomes: Pediatric Amplification Protocol 
Presenter:  Elizabeth Runnion, M.S. CCC-A.  
This presentation will cover the identification and audiological management of newborns with hearing loss, 
addressing objective measures of hearing assessment, taking ear impressions, selecting hearing aid 
characteristics, and real ear to coupler differences.  The presenter will illustrate the Desired Sensation Level 
Method, and give details on referrals/ follow-up services (e.g., early intervention) for children identified with 
hearing loss. Behavioral assessment of infants, toddlers, and young children will be described, as well as 
verification of hearing aids & FM systems. Case studies will also be presented.  
 

Hearing Conservation: The Road Less Traveled  
Presenter: Tom Thunder, AuD, FAAA, INCE  
Even though OSHA has been around for over three decades, the job of hearing conservation is far from over. 
Worker compensation claims are on the rise and hearing loss in industry is still considered a widespread 
problem. This presentation reviews the current theory on damage that occurs from noise exposure and traces 
the development of policies and practices that have slowed the effort of hearing loss prevention in the US. With 
the publication of NIOHS’s “Criteria for a Recommended Standard,” a renewed effort has been made to 
prevent noise-induced hearing loss – not just in industry, but for those exposed to recreational noise as well. 
As part of this renewed effort and since there is less reliance on the labeled noise reduction rating (NRR) of 
hearing protectors, we will describe the various clinical methods to assess the Personal Attenuation Rating 
(PAR) as worn by a specific patient. 
 

Current Issues in the Management of Acquired Apraxia of Speech 
Presenter:  Julie Wambaugh, Ph.D., CCC-SLP  
This presentation is designed to provide the most current information available regarding the diagnosis, 
assessment, and treatment of AMOS. The majority of the presentation will be focused on various AMOS 
treatment strategies, with an emphasis on clinical application of these approaches. Information regarding the 
ANDS AMOS treatment guidelines will be presented.  
 

Roundtable Discussions  
Join a variety of roundtable discussions on topics facilitated by WSHA members. Facilitators will survey your 
interests and contributions to a particular topic at the beginning of the roundtable and you and your colleagues 
will share and learn from each others’ professional experience and knowledge. Topics include TBI/ABI 
Cognitive Retraining, Phonemic Awareness Treatment for Preschoolers, Ideas for Literacy Based Language 
Treatment in the Schools, Treatment Scheduling, Assessment in the Birth-5 Population, and Functional 
Maintenance Programs for Long-term Care Residents.
