PRESENTERS

Melissa Allen, Ph.D., CCC-SLP, is an assistant professor of Communication Disorders at the University of
Wyoming. Her previous research has focused on early literacy and response to intervention. She is currently
investigating the role of treatment intensity within a phonological intervention designed for preschool children.

Linda Hood, Ph.D., is a Professor in the Department of Hearing and Sciences and Associate Director for
Research at the National Center for Childhood Deafness and Family Communication at Vanderbilt University in
Nashville, Tennessee. She received a Master's degree in Audiology from Kent State University and a Ph.D. in
Hearing Science from the University of Maryland. Dr. Hood completed an NIH post —doctoral fellowship and
was a faculty member at the Kresge Hearing Research Laboratory, Louisiana State University Health Sciences
Center in New Orleans for 23 years. Her research and clinical interests include auditory physiologic responses,
efferent auditory function, hereditary hearing loss, auditory neuropathy/ dys-synchrony, central auditory
processing, development of hearing, aging of the auditory system, cochlear implants and comparative hearing
studies. In addition to research and teaching, Dr. Hood has participated in several review and working groups
of the National Institute of Health (NIH), National Institute on Deafness and Other Communication Disorders, is
a past president of the American Academy of Audiology, trustee of the American Academy of Audiology
Foundation, and a current member of Board of the American Auditory Society.

Judy Montgomery, Ph.D., CCC-SLP, Professor, Chapman University, Orange, CA. She is former president of
ASHA, Board Recognized Specialist in Child Language, and editor-in-chief of Communication Disorders
Quarterly journal. She has 24 years experience in public schools as speech-language pathologist, principal,
and director of special education. She has authored 13 books and over 30 articles on evidence-based
interventions for students with communication, language and reading disabilities, response to intervention
models in K-12, and vocabulary acquisition and assessment. She is the author of a new standardized
vocabulary test, Montgomery Assessment of Vocabulary Acquisition (MAVA) in 2008. She was the recipient of
the Annie Glen Award for Leadership in School-based SLP Services in 2008. Her current BIG project is the
launching of a new Communication Sciences and Disorders Program at Chapman University to offer a Master
of Science degree, beginning fall 2009.

Doug Peterson, Ph.D., CCC-SLP, is a new faculty member in the Division of Communication Disorders at the
University of Wyoming. Doug recently arrived from Utah State University where he did his doctoral studies.

He has worked as a school speech-language pathologist in Utah, Washington, and California. Doug’s areas of
specialty are reading assessment, narrative intervention, and bilingual Spanish/English children.

Constance Dean Qualls, Ph.D., is a Professor and Chair of the Department of Speech-Language Pathology
at the State University of New York College at Buffalo State College, Vice President for Science and Research
of the America Speech-Language-Hearing Association, and adjunct Professor of Communication Sciences and
Disorders a The Pennsylvania State University. Constance received her Ph.D. with a specialty in neurological
communication disorders from The University of Memphis; she received her M.S. in speech-language
pathology and B.M. and A.A. in Music from the University of the District of Columbia. She is a certified speech-
language pathologist and cognitive neuroscientist with clinical expertise, teaching, and development,
multiculturalism, and professional and leadership issues. She holds membership and offices in a number of
scientific and professional organizations; she publishes widely, is editor-in-chief of The Open Applied
Linguistics Journal, associate editor for the Journal of NBASLH. and has served as guest editor and editorial
consultant for several journals and received an Editor's Award. Dr. Qualls mentors students and colleagues
around the country, and she presents widely at local, regional, national and internationals conferences. Dr.
Qualls is also named in Who’s Who in Medicine and Healthcare. She has made significant contributions to
communication sciences and disorders and to academia in the areas of teaching, personnel preparation,
research, administration and leadership, and service. As ASHA'’s vice president for science and research, Dr.
Qualls is frequently invited to speak on the topic of evidence-based practice.

John C. (Jay) Rosenbek, Ph.D., CCC, BC, ANCDs is a Professor and Chair, Department of Communicative
Disorders: College of Public Health and Health Professions, University of Florida: Gainesville, Florida. He has



received the Honors of the American Speech, Language and Hearing Association and the Frank Kleffner
Carver Clinical Award, as well as being a long-standing Fellow of the Association. He continues an active
outpatient clinical practice devoted to evaluating and treating neurogenic communicative disorders and
dysphagia. He teaches in the Rehabilitation Science Ph.D. program and in the undergraduate health sciences
program. He remains active in research and is presently funded to develop a treatment for expressive
aprosodia following stroke. In the remainder of his time, he administers the department’s clinical, education
and research activities.

Jill Senner, Ph.D., CCC-SLP, is an Assistant Professor in the Division of Communication Disorders at the
University of Wyoming, where she teaches graduate courses in dysphagia and augmentative and alternative
communication (AAC). Dr. Senner completed her doctoral research at Northwestern University where she
studied drooling and swallowing in children with cerebral palsy under the guidance of Dr. Jeri Logemann. She
has presented at numerous national and international conferences including the American Speech-Language-
Hearing Association (ASHA) convention and Dysphagia Research Society.

Jennifer Taps, M.A., CCC-SLP, is a Senior Speech-Language Pathologist in San Diego Unified School
District and an Indiana University Graduate. She provides classroom intervention to caseload and at-risk
students. Jennifer is also the Coordinator for the Articulation Resource Center, conducting research and
supporting SLPs in articulation and phonological treatment through staff development and coaching She has
presented throughout the country at national and state conferences regarding San Diego Unified’'s Speech
Improvement Class. In addition, Jennifer is collaborating with her colleagues in San Diego Unified to provide
teachers and parent training for supporting preschool students at risk for speech and language disorders. The
district has also developed an RTI model to address needs in early childhood.



Session Topics

There is More Than One Way to Treat a Phonological Disorder

Presenter: Melissa Allen, Ph.D., CCC-SLP

Speech-language pathologists who work with children will likely treat a child with a phonological disorder.
These children are often unintelligible and need an intervention approach that impacts as much of the
phonological system as possible. This session will present the application of the multiple opposition approach
with children who are at least 3-years-old (preschool-elementary). The presenter will provide practical activities
that highlight how to choose targets and videos that demonstrate successful implementation of this approach.
A summary of the impact of treatment intensity will be provided.

Variation in Auditory Neuropathy/ Dys-synchrony: Implications for Evaluation and
Management

Presenter: Linda Hood, Ph.D.

Advances in molecular genetics have led to the discovery of numerous genes related to nonsyndromic and
syndromic hearing loss and enhanced understanding of function of the auditory system. A particular gene,
GJB2, also referred to as connexin 26, is responsible for a significant amount of hereditary hearing loss.
Auditory characteristics and variation related to this and other genetic forms of nonsydromic and syndromic
hearing loss will be discussed. Audiologists have an important role in the identification of patients with inherited
hearing loss and the thorough description of auditory characteristics. This role will be explored in relation to
genotype/ phenotype relationships and obtaining pedigree information from patients and their families. Current
issues related to hereditary hearing loss, genetic mutations related to hearing loss, and other topics related to
genetics and hearing loss will be discussed.

Evidence Based Interventions for Vocabulary Development

Presenter: Judy Montgomery, Ph.D., CCC-SLP

Vocabulary is one of the most visible aspects of language development in children and adults. Typically
developing youngsters add 3,000 new words to their vocabulary each year. We don’t teach that many words in
school — how do they learn them? How can we help students with communication disabilities to keep up?
Evidenced-based practices for vocabulary interventions matched with state curriculum standards will be
demonstrated from the instructional text The Bridge of Vocabulary (2007).

Narrative-Based Language Intervention

Presenter: Doug Peterson, Ph.D., CCC-SLP

There is a new and exciting intervention approach for language: narrative-based language intervention. The
research in support of this intervention is building - and it is promising. In this session, the use of narratives as
a therapy tool will be discussed. Research and supporting data will be shared.

Evidenced-Based Practice and Audiology: Let’s Get Tuned In

Presenter: Constance Dean Qualls, Ph.D.

In the past decade, evidence based practice (EBP) has emerged as a high priority in communication sciences
and disorders. For audiology, EBP guides clinical decisions and provides substantiation of the need for
reimbursable services that can improve the hearing health of millions of individuals. This ASHA-invited session
will center on four topics: the presenter/participants will 1) Discuss the relevance of EBP for audiology, the
historical context of EBP in audiology, and what ASHA is doing relative to EBP in audiology. 2) Present a
general framework for understanding and interpreting evidence based systematic reviews (EBSRs). 3)
Discuss the clinical implications of systematic reviews of “hot topics” in audiology (e.g., amplification, early
screening for hearing disability, cochlear implants, early intervention for children with HL, follow-up in newborn
hearing screening programs, etc.) 4) ldentify areas for future research. The majority of the time will be spent
engaging participants in a discussion of the clinical findings of a series of systematic reviews and the clinical
implications of those reviews for working with clients/patients.



What’s New in Aphasia and Apraxia — Clinical Based Issues

Presenter: John Rosenbek, Ph.D.

This workshop will be clinical because the professionals in the audience will be going back to see patients on
Monday and because students are, or will be doing, supervised clinical practice. And because all of us are
looking for the best methods to help adults with neurogenic communication and swallowing disorders on our
caseloads. In this spirit, the most recent or most effective treatments of aphasia, dysarthria, apraxia of speech,
and dysphagia will be reviewed and discussion of methods will be supported by audio and videotaped patient
samples. Intention, attention and constraint induced language therapy will be emphasized for men and women
with aphasia. Respiratory muscle training, lingual strengthening, maximum performance training and nasal
obturators will be described for dysarthria. Expanded sound production training and more functional training
will be emphasized for those with apraxia of speech. Respiratory muscle training and refinements of some
traditional methods plus a newly developed adaptation of the Shaker head raise exercise will be featured in the
section on dysphagia. The speaker’s goal is to give attendees something to do on Monday or the next time
they step into the clinic.

Drooling in Children with CP: Causes, Treatments and Future Directions

Presenter: Jill Senner, Ph.D., CCC-SLP

In this session, anatomy and physiology of saliva production will be reviewed, factors contributing to drooling in
children with cerebral palsy (CP) will be discussed, and currently available treatment options will be presented.
In addition, current research regarding potential new treatments will be introduced.

Beacons of Best Practice: Sound Articulation Treatment Principles

Presenter: Jennifer Taps, M.A., CCC-SLP

This session presents an innovative approach for addressing the needs of children with articulation differences
in the public school setting. San Diego Unified School District shifted its services to a general education
service delivery model for these students. District-wide resources and procedures are described. The session
features evidenced based intervention practices and video to demonstrate these principles. Five years of
project data illustrate the efficacy of this short-term intensive approach, which strives to remediate a single
sound in 20 hours or fewer. The session concludes with a discussion of future implications and best practices
in the schools.

Join a variety of roundtable discussions on topics facilitated by WSHA members. Facilitators will survey your
interests and contributions to a particular topic at the beginning of the roundtable and you and your colleagues
will share and learn from each other's professional experience and knowledge.

Traumatic Brain Injuries — What AT can do to address confusion and memory

Joan H. Cunningham, M.A., has been the Director of Marketing and Business for companies that include
IntelliTools, Don Johnston, Inc., and Kurzweil Educational Systems since 1995. She served on the Assistive
Technology Industry Association Board of Directors from 1998-2002, first as secretary, and then as
Conference Chair in 2001 and 2002. Her educational background is special education (intellectual disabilities,
physical and multiple disabilities, and learning disabilities) and includes 15 years of classroom and
administrative experience with the full spectrum of needs, ranging from severe/profound to mild/moderate, and
varying levels, from infant/toddler programs through high school.

Strategies for the Treatment of /r/

Christiane Dechert, M.A., CCC-SLP and April Amonson, Anne Marie Austin, Lindsay Bierma, Jessica
Black, Marianne Cartwright, and Maggie Mathieson, who are currently graduate students in the Division of
Communication Disorders at the University of Wyoming, have been practicing various treatments for /r/ in their
clinical training during the past academic year, under the direction of Christiane Dechert, M.A., CCC-SLP and
Catherine Ross, M.S., CCC-SLP. Christiane is a Clinical Supervisor in the Division of Communication
Disorders. She received her M.A.s. at the University of Arizona (linguistics) and Washington State University
(speech path) and supervises students in their first clinical practicum at the UW Clinic and UW Lab School.
She is a past-president of the Wyoming Speech-Language-Hearing Association.
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Challenges & Issues Related to the Audiological Management of the Polytrauma Veteran

Kimberly Hart, MA, CCC-A, FAAA works at the Cheyenne VAMC as the Point Audiologist. She has been
with the VA for the past 5 years. During her time at the VA, she has designed and implemented a variety of
programs, which has advanced the knowledge and respect for the Audiology profession. She brings with her a
wealth of knowledge about management of veterans of all ages, their special needs, the creation and
implementation of a full vestibular balance clinic, and VA standards of care.

Cleft Palate — Current Topics

Diane Kasler, M.S., CCC-SLP, returned to school to complete her master’s degree several years after starting
her career doing speech-language pathology in the public schools in Laramie, working in the School for the
Deaf in Casper and later working for the Child Development Center in Casper. After her master's was
completed, she accepted a job at Wyoming Medical Center and has worked there for nearly 18 years. Diane
has been a member of the Cleft Palate Team of Wyoming since 1993 and is a past-president of WSHA.
Although most of her current work is with adults, she greatly enjoys working with children of all ages.

The Side Effects of Mind Altering Drugs in the Brain Injured Population

Karyn Longstreet, M.S., CCC-SLP, is a graduate of the University of Wyoming. She has been in private
practice for ten years. Her practice serves children and adults with a wide variety of disorders. Karyn
specializes in cognitive retraining of stroke and acquired brain injury. Karyn also provides home health care for
patients transitioning from acute rehab units.

Kati Sherwood, M.S., CCC-SLP, is a private practice speech-language pathologist in Sheridan. She received
her Master’s of Science in speech-language pathology from the University of Nevada — Reno Medical School
in 1995.
